Eligibility requirements for the TESOL/BE program include:

e Hold a NYS teaching certificate (Internship, Initial, Provisional, or Permanent) in
any subject or grade level.
Current employment as a teacher in a NYC or NYS DOE school
Access to ENL or Bilingual students in your current school
A GPA of at least 3.0 in undergraduate and graduate coursework
If transcript review reveals any missing undergraduate pre-requirements (i.e.,
English literature; English Composition; a language other than English) these
credits can be earned while in the Adv Certificate program. This requirement can
be met by taking the missing courses at your local college before graduation,
passing the CLEP exams, or the ACTFL exam.
o For Bilingual Education Only: Academic fluency in a language other than English

Upon completion of the program, a passing score on the NYSTCE BEA (Bilingual) or
CST in ESL is required for state certification.
